e Eligible candidates will be called for an online
interview. A joint selection committee of DoE
and TTF will make the final scholarship award
decision.

e In the event of a tie, preference will be given
to the candidate with the higher
undergraduate score.

Tuition fees will be reimbursed as per bill with a
maximum ceiling of Rs. 2 Lakh. Other than that,
expenses like capitation fees/donations will not be
reimbursed. An additional maintenance allowance
of Rs. 75,000 will be provided per year. For
continuation of the TPSP scholarship, one must
score 60 % in Academic results.
